


Thirty First Sunday in Ordinary Time—November 4, 2018

Have you given much thought to being a saint? If you are anything like me your answer would be of course I have
thought about being a saint. If [ hadn’t thought of it I wouldn’t be reading this and I wouldn’t have been at Mass. But being
a saint is not as easy as it sounds. It is not enough to desire sainthood we must do something to warrant the title.

It might be a good idea to begin our pursuit of this noble goal by understanding what a saint is. The Catholic Faith
Handbook for Youth defines a saint as: “someone who has been transformed by the grace of Christ and who resides in full
union with God in heaven.” From the outset we see that being a saint means that we must be open to the transforming grace
of Jesus Christ. This is not always easy. It is hard to be open to grace, divine intervention, when our lives seem to be one
hardship after another. It is hard to rely on the grace of Jesus Christ when what we get is what we need rather than what we
want.

We might also take issue with the need to be transformed. Why do we need to be transformed when we are already
good people who pray every day and who try to do what is right every day? Why do we to be transformed when we make
sure we keep all ten of the commandments? Our desire to do what God asks, our practice of our faith means that we already
candidates for sainthood, doesn’t it?

If we take a few minutes to look at the communion of saints, we will most certainly find people that at some point
in their lives thought that they were already the best versions of themselves they could be. If we examine the lives of the
saints we might find a few people who, at some point in their life, had already determined they were worthy of sainthood
only to discover this was just not the case.

The saint that comes to my mind immediately is St Ignatius. Here is a man who thought his vocation in life was to
be a great warrior. Being forced to convalesce because of an injury he began to read about Jesus. His openness to grace saw
his life transformed and he became soldier for Christ.

If we are going to discuss saints, we cannot leave out the martyrs. These men and women with what I assume was a
boatload of the grace of Jesus Christ gave their very lives to proclaim the gospel of Jesus Christ. Some were tortured, some
starved to death, all were murdered for their faith.

So, when it comes right down to it being a saint is no easy task. It is not simply about being kind, it is not simply
about being nice, nor is all about being helpful in times of need. Instead being a saint is all about the transforming grace of
Jesus Christ so filling our lives that when it is easy and when it is not we our default words, our default action is to do what
Jesus would do. Ultimately it means adhering to Jesus’ commandment to love everyone...to will and work for the good of
another. Saints are people who during their lifetime showed us how to be holy and extraordinary. They continue to do this
even now.

So, if you have been giving any thought to being a saint be open to the grace, the help, the favors of Jesus who,

when it comes to sainthood, wants for us what we want for ourselves.

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Who in the Church Should Participate in
Political Life?

In the Catholic tradition, responsible citizenship is a virtue,
and participation in political life is a moral obligation. As
Catholics, we should be guided more by our moral
convictions than by our attachment to any political party or
interest group. In today’s environment, Catholics may feel
politically disenfranchised, sensing that no party and few
candidates fully share our comprehensive commitment to
human life and dignity. This should not discourage us. On
the contrary, it makes our
obligation to act all the more ﬁ [ st Couniiiriceas i
urgent. Catholic lay women and P | Faithiful Citizenship
men need to act on the Church’s moral principles and
become more involved: running for office, working within
political parties, and communicating concerns to elected
officials. Even those who cannot vote should raise their
voices on matters that affect their lives and the common
good. Faithful citizenship is an ongoing responsibility, not
just an election year duty.

Why Does the Church Teach About Issues
Affecting Public Policy?

The Church’s obligation to participate in shaping the moral
character of society is a requirement of our faith, a part of
the mission given to us by Jesus Christ. As people of both
faith and reason, Catholics are called to bring truth to
political life and to practice Christ’s commandment to
“love one another” (Jn 13:34). The US Constitution
protects the right of individual believers and religious
bodies to proclaim and live out their faith without
government interference, favoritism, or discrimination.
Civil law should recognize and protect the Church’s right
and responsibility to participate in society without
abandoning its moral convictions. Our nation’s tradition of
pluralism is enhanced, not threatened, when religious
groups and people of faith bring their convictions into
public life. The Catholic community brings to political
dialogue a consistent moral framework and broad
experience serving those in need.
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November 4: Share with you children the story of a
favorite saint, perhaps the saint chosen for their
confirmation name. Pray for that saint’s intercession,
explaining the value of intercessory prayer.

November 11: As we celebrate Veterans’ Day, join in
praying for the men and women who faithfully serve and
defend the rights of people in this country and around the
world.

November 18: Ask all members of your family to prepare
a short prayer to share around the Thanksgiving dinner
table. Remember to say grace before meals.

November 25: Before you get caught up in the busy-ness
of Advent, be sure to build prayer time into your schedule.
